CYA NOMINATING COMMITTEE REPORT OCTOBER 9, 2009

The Nominating Committee Process is in its second year under the new bylaws.  

The Board Committee structure has changed this year, with now three operating committees, namely Training and Certification, Athlete Development and Business Development.  The Business Development committee is not active as yet.  An Athlete representative is also included in the Nominating Committee.

The nominating committee with the above people represented a heavy Ontario Bias.  I approached other areas of the country for a wider representation.  I approached Quebec, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, the Prairies and B.C.  I was successful in getting more representation from the Prairies (Ian Leitch) and B.C. (David Williams). At the second meeting of the nominating committee, I was elected as chair of the committee.
I would like to thank all the members of the Nominating Committee for their time and effort in this process.
The first Call for Nominations for both President and two Board Members went out in early May (copy attached).  I spoke to the Members whose term was expiring to determine whether they wished to be nominated again.  Gerry Giffin indicated that he would run for a second term as President.  The Board Members whose term was expiring were John Abel, B.C. and Dave Thomas B.C.  Dave expressed a desire to continue at that time to be nominated and run for a second term as a Board Member.  John Abel expressed a desire not be nominated, nor run for a second term a second term as a Board Member.

Two people responded to the first Call for Nominations – Wally Hogan, ON and Jeff Lloyd, AB.  A second Call for Nominations went out in early September.  The result was the Paul Henderson nominated for President.  For Board of Directors, the following people were nominated, John Kerr, Jim Beatty, Ron Kobrick, Scott Cooper, Tom Babcock, and Christine Searle.  There was discussion with a possible nominee from Nova Scotia, but he decided that he was too busy in his business when Board activity was very active.  Dave Thomas decided that he did not want to run due to family commitment before the interviewing started.
All the candidates were interviewed by telephone conference calls with two members of the Nominating Committee.  A fixed set of questions was asked of the candidates, with some additional questions in some cases as interesting topics came up.  Jeff Lloyd decided that he did not have the time available required to do the work that he felt necessary due work commitments, and he withdrew his name.  The result is summarized on a Nomination Information Report on each candidate.

The Nominating Committee feels that it is up to the membership to choose their preferred candidates.  As a result no recommendation is made for any candidate.       The candidates have been told that they can have a short speech (two minutes) prior to the election.
